Open the Seminar shell flyer PDF
Select the highlight fields check box (top right corner)
Using the I beam type tool-
click it in the Seminar Date Field-Enter information
click it in the Seminar Location-Enter information
click it in the Seminar Price-Enter information
Repeat for each field
 
If you have Abobe Acrobat Standard or Professional version, you may make simple text style (font, size, characteristics) changes. If you are working with the free Adobe Reader, the formatting is already done for you and cannot be changed.
Once all fields have been filled in and reviewed you may now print. This is a two page flyer, if your printer has the ability to print two sided documents you may set it up to print front to back, if not, you may print this on two separate sheets.
 
IMPORTANT NOTE: If you are using the free Adobe Reader you may not save this document with the text fields filled in, once the document has been closed all filled in information will be lost. You do have the option of saving a text file from this document giving you the ability to copy and paste the information back in from the text file. This is a limitation of the software, however we are always researching ways to improve this.
 
If you are using Adobe Acrobat Standard  or Adobe Acrobat Professional you may save with text fields intact for future modification or printing.
